Bullying is when someone is intentionally mistreated over and over.  It can be physical (hitting, pushing, shoving, pinching, tripping,), verbal (name-calling, teasing) or relational or social (rejecting someone, isolating someone, spreading rumours, turning others against another) or cyber bullying (using new technologies to intentionally hurt someone over and over).
