• Evaluate and analyse how narrative features have been represented in texts.
• Integrate findings about telling stories in the provided text with insights gained from other texts studied

• Compose a response using language appropriate to audience, purpose and form




	Components to be included:
1. Set text- either Henry Lawson Short  Stories (as studied in class), or Les Hiddins’  “Bush Tucker Man”.
2. Provided text-  Static visual “The Pioneer”, painting by Frederick McCubbin

3. At least one text of own choosing.
