· Parents are asked to inform the school of any instances of bullying, as the school is adopting a zero tolerance to the problem.

· Annual School Report currently being finalised.

· There has been a problem with four of the buses. It should be fixed by next week.

· School priorities for the year are improving Quality Teaching and Learning practices, improving student welfare and discipline, improving literacy, numeracy writing and information/ communication technology skills.

· New sign has been erected at the front of the school.

· Major vandalism occurred during the vacation with $30 000 of damage. Two classrooms were affected.
