Behaviour Support System
Incident Occurs

(CT/HT)

· The Class Teacher and Head Teacher deal with the incident and complete an Incident Report (IR) if noteworthy.

· If incident is minor – Incident Report is kept in faculty files.
· If incident is considered serious or occurred several times – Incident Report is passed on to Year Adviser.

· Incident reports are to be put in the designated “Year Box”, in the sign-on room at the end of the day, on the same day of the incident.

· Year Advisers will clear the box, record and tally the Incident Report.
· Incident Report data is placed on RISC by SASS.

· If a student has two or more Incident Reports from any two faculties or areas within two weeks, the Year Adviser will put the student on a Monitoring Card.

Monitoring Card

Green

(YA)

· Green card issued by the Year Adviser. Student reports to YA daily.

· Student on card for three days.

· Student gives card to teacher at the beginning of lesson.

· Teacher signs card at the end of lesson.
· Parents/guardians monitor daily progress and sign the card each day.
· If a student loses their card they will need to make up any day not sighted by the Year Adviser. As incident reports will be processed daily, the Year Adviser will be aware of any incident that occurs and will follow through with appropriate action.
· Students will be taken off the Monitoring Card unless the Year Adviser is notified of at least two Incident Reports from any two faculties in the designated three day period.

· Students will move to Level 1 if the Year Adviser is notified of at least two Incident Reports from any two faculties in the designated three day period.

Level 1

Yellow

(HT)

· Yellow card issued by the Head Teacher in charge of the cohort. Student reports to HT daily.
· Student negotiated goals with Head Teacher.

· Students remain on the card for three days.

· Student gives card to teacher at the beginning of lesson.
· Teacher signs card at the end of lesson.

· Parents/guardians monitor daily progress and sign the card each day.

· Students may be restricted from attending excursions, school dances or representing the school in sporting teams. Such decisions remain at the discretion of the organising teacher/faculty.
· If a student loses their card they will need to make up any day not sighted by the Head Teacher. As Incident Reports will be processed daily, the Year Adviser will be aware of any incident that occurs and will follow through with appropriate action.

· Students will move to a Monitoring Card unless the Heat Teacher is notified of at least two Incident Reports from any two faculties in the designated three day period.

· Students will move to Level 2 if the Head Teacher is notified of at least two Incident Reports from any two faculties in the designated three day period.
Level 2

Red

(DP & HT Welfare)

· Red card issued by the Deputy Principal or Head Teacher Welfare. Student reports to supervisor daily.

· Students negotiate goals with Supervisor and parents/guardians, if possible. The School Counsellor may be involved.

· Students remain on the card for three days.

· Student gives card to teacher at the beginning of lesson.

· Teacher signs card at the end of lesson.

· Parents/guardians monitor daily progress and sign the card each day.

· Students may be restricted from attending excursions, school dances or representing the school in sporting teams. Such decisions remain at the discretion of the organising teacher/faculty.

· If a student loses their card they will need to make up any day not sighted by the Deputy Principal or Head Teacher Welfare. As Incident Reports will be processed daily, the Year Adviser will be aware of any incident that occurs and will follow through with appropriate action.

· Students will move to Level 1 unless the Deputy Principal or Head Teacher Welfare is notified of at least two Incident Reports from any two faculties in the designated three day period.

· If the Deputy Principal or Head Teacher Welfare is notified of at least two Incident Reports from any two faculties in the designated three day period they may be SUSPENDED.

Suspension

Return from Suspension

(HT)

· On return from suspension a resolution meeting is held with Principal or Deputy Principal and Counsellor (or Head Teacher Welfare). The Year Adviser and/or support person and parents/guardians may be involved.
· New goals and support are negotiated.

· Student is placed on Level 2. The student will then be able to move to Level 1 and then to the Monitoring Card by working diligently and demonstrating a responsible attitude in keeping with the goals set.
