(administered by Year Advisers)
The Commendation System rewards our students for accepting the challenge of a quality education and participating in school and community activities.
Stage 1 – Merit Card

· Issued by teachers for assessment, homework, behaviour, consistent effort, bookwork, practical work, improved effort or any other activities deemed worthy of reward, including sporting, cultural and school service.
Stage 2 – Merit Certificate - Bronze

· Issued by Year Adviser for gaining TEN merit cards.

· Students will present the Merit Cards to the Year Adviser for tallying.

· They may be from one or more subject/service areas.

· Awards can carry over into the following year/s.

· Awarded at the whole school assembly, year assembly or, if only a small number, at the Year Adviser’s discretion.

· Presentation Day awards and Principal/Deputy Principal and Year Adviser awards that are given out with reports at the end of semester are now equal to a Bronze merit award.

· Other special certificates may be credited in this way, at the discretion of the Welfare Team.

Stage 3 – Merit Certificate - Silver

· Issued by Deputy Principal for gaining three Bronze Merit Certificates.

· Awarded at assembly, year assembly or when reports are distributed at the end of each semester.

· Awards can carry over into the following year/s.

Stage 4 – Merit Certificate - Gold

· Issued by Principal for gaining three Silver Merit Certificates over the course of a schooling career.

· Awarded at Presentation Day.
